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Sec. 24-131. Purpose.
It is declared the purpose of this article to protect the peace and dignity and to preserve the health and well-being of the residents of the parish and those persons attending trail rides.

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Sec. 24-132. Definition.
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 
Trail ride means any gathering or prospective gathering of no less than 50 persons on horseback nor more than 1,000 persons on horseback for a ride by horseback that follows a planned route. The term "trail ride" shall include not only the period of time during which riders are on horseback and are traversing and/or are on public roads, roadways and rights-of-way, but also those periods of time that riders, spectators and participants are off of public roads, roadways and rights-of-way at designated gathering places, for a period not to exceed three days.

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Sec. 24-133. Permit required.
(a)	Any person wishing to operate, maintain, or conduct a trail ride within the confines of the parish, whether or not the trail ride begins or ends within the confines of the parish, must first obtain a permit to do so. No permit shall be issued, however, until all conditions required have been met and fulfilled. 
(b)	Any person issued a license pursuant to this article shall adhere to the noise provisions of sections 28-15 and 28-16.

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Sec. 24-134. Application.
(a)	Any person desiring to operate, maintain or conduct a trail ride shall file a written application, together with one copy of the application, with the office of the parish government no later than 60 days prior to the scheduled trail ride, which application shall contain the following facts and information: 
(1)	The name, address and telephone number of the trail ride organizer or sponsor and the name, address and phone number of the trail ride boss. The trail ride organizer or sponsor must be a resident of the parish. The application must be signed by the sponsor or organizer of the trail ride; 
(2)	The dates and times the trail ride will be held; 
(3)	A description of the exact route of the ride for each day of the trail ride along with a map of the route; 
(4)	An estimate of the number of horseback riders expected to attend the trail ride for each day it is conducted, to which is attached a notarized affidavit signed by the trail ride organizer or sponsor, attesting to the fact that the number of horseback riders participating in the trail ride shall not exceed 1,000 horseback riders for each day of the trail ride; 
(5)	The application fee shall be paid at the time of issuance of the permit; and 
(6)	The names, addresses and telephone numbers of all flagmen required by section 24-140(3). 
Applications for trail rides scheduled on a date less than 60 days prior to the trail ride may be considered on an individual basis by the parish president or his designee. 
(b)	Upon the filing of the written application, the organizer or sponsor filing the application shall be provided a copy of this article and shall sign an acknowledgement of receipt of this article acknowledging that the sponsor or organizer signing the acknowledgement understands the provisions of this article, that the said sponsor or organizer shall not violate any of the provisions of this article and that the sponsor or organizer shall not allow any other person participating in the trail ride to violate any of the provisions of this article. 
(c)	The sponsor or organizer signing the acknowledgement of receipt of this article shall be held responsible for any and all activities occurring during the trail ride.

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Sec. 24-135. Notice of application.
Prior to making application for a trail ride permit, each applicant shall twice insert an appropriately signed notice similar to the following in the official journal of the parish: 
"I am applying for a permit to have a trail ride on ___(insert dates)___ at the following location: ___(insert location)___ in St. Landry Parish, Louisiana." 
A copy of the published notice is to be presented with the application.

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Sec. 24-136. Application fee.
(a)	The parish government shall collect from the applicant an application fee, which fee shall be nonrefundable. In addition, the applicant shall deposit a damage and/or security deposit, which deposit shall be used by the parish government to satisfy any claims for damages to public property. The deposit shall be refundable to the applicant within 30 days after the trail ride to the extent it is not used to satisfy any such claims for damages. Any payment for damages out of said deposit shall not constitute a full and final release of any claims for damages to the extent said claims are not fully satisfied by the amount paid out of said deposit. The application fee and the deposit shall be in amounts as established by the parish council from time to time. 
(b)	A neighborhood or community benefit organization, organized for charitable or religious purposes, shall be exempt from paying the application fee, but shall deposit the damage and/or security deposit provided for in this section. 
(c)	The parish health officer shall collect from the applicant a fee pertaining to food permits, which fee shall be established by the parish health department and shall be nonrefundable. 
(d)	In the event alcoholic beverages are sold by the trail ride organizer or sponsor during the trail ride, the trail ride sponsor or organizer shall obtain a special event alcoholic beverage permit for the trail ride in accordance with chapter 6, article III, and shall pay the appropriate special event alcoholic beverage permit fee established by chapter 6, article III.

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Sec. 24-137. Transmission of application; consideration of application; issuance of permit; notice of action on application.
(a)	The trail ride sponsor or organizer shall distribute to the sheriff, the parish health officer, the district attorney, the parish government public works department and to the state department of transportation and development each one copy of the signed application. The sheriff, parish health officer, district attorney and the parish government public works department official shall thereupon cause an investigation of the application and shall thereafter return a signed application to the trail ride sponsor or organizer. The sheriff shall attach to the signed application a letter setting forth the number of complaints received by his office regarding the organization, sponsor or organizer sponsoring the trail ride event for the previous three years, as well as documenting whether the sponsor or organizer has had any criminal convictions or guilty pleas during the previous ten years. The trail ride sponsor or organizer shall then submit the signed application to the office of the parish government no later than 45 days prior to the scheduled trail ride, along with all other documents required by this article. 
(b)	In addition to signed application and other documents required by subsection (a) of this section, the trail ride sponsor or organizer shall submit, at the time of submission of the signed application, a copy of the contract with a private security company providing security for the trail ride during the periods of time that the trail ride is not on public roads, roadways and rights-of-way, as required by section 24-140(2). 
(c)	The trail ride sponsor or organizer shall have a meeting with the sheriff or his designee no later than 45 days prior to the date of the trail ride, to discuss logistics, flagmen, security and all other pertinent aspects of the trail ride, and shall provide the office of the parish government with written verification of said meeting executed by the sheriff or his designee when submitting the signed applications required by subsection (a) of this section to the office of the parish government. 
(d)	The office of the parish government may, based upon the reports of the interested parish and state departments and officials, and upon written documentation as required by this section, as well as upon any other evidence and/or documentation which it deems necessary, either: 
(1)	Grant the application; 
(2)	Deny the application; or 
(3)	Set conditions, in addition to those mandated by section 24-140, for issuance of the permit. 
(e)	If the application is granted by the office of the parish government, notice of same and the permit shall be mailed to the applicant, by certified or registered mail, by the office of the parish government within five days after the application is granted. 
(f)	If the application is granted subject to conditions as set forth in subsection (d)(3) of this section, written notice of said conditions imposed as a prerequisite to the issuance of a permit shall be mailed, by certified or registered mail, by the office of the parish government to the applicant within five days after the parish president or his designee makes such a decision imposing conditions. 
(g)	If the application is denied, the office of the parish government shall mail, by certified or registered mail, a written notice of denial to the applicant within five days of said action, which notice shall state the reasons for the denial.

Sec. 24-138. Grounds for denial of permit.
The parish president or his designee may deny issuance of a permit if it finds any of the following: 
(1)	That the applicant fails to meet the conditions imposed in this article. 
(2)	That the proposed trail ride will be conducted in a manner and/or location not meeting the health and/or safety standards established by the ordinances of the parish or the laws of the state. 
(3)	That the trail ride sponsor or organizer has been found to be in violation of the provisions of this article or chapter 6, article III, by the parish government or any court in conducting any prior trail ride. 
(4)	The amount of complaints received by the sheriff or his office regarding the organization, sponsor or organizer sponsoring the event for the previous three years indicate, in the judgment of the parish president or his designee, that the trail ride will not be conducted in accordance with the provisions of this article. 
(5)	The sponsor or organizer has a history of criminal convictions or guilty pleas during the previous ten years.

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Sec. 24-139. Process of appeal for denial of and/or conditions placed upon permit.
(a)	Where the application is denied by the parish president or his designee, or where conditions are set by the office of the parish council for issuance of the permit which the applicant objects to, the applicant shall have the right to appeal the denial of the permit or the conditions set by the office of the parish government for issuance of the permit. A request for appeal shall be filed with the clerk of the parish council within 15 days after the applicant receives notice of denial of the permit or of conditions set by the parish president or his designee for issuance of the permit, which request shall set forth the reasons for the appeal. 
(b)	The appeals committee shall consist of the parish council. 
(c)	The appeals committee shall render a decision on the appeal within ten business days after submission of the appeal, which decision shall be mailed, by certified or registered mail, to the applicant. The appeals committee may either affirm, modify or reverse the decision of the office of the parish government, and may set conditions in addition to those mandated by section 24-140 for issuance of the permit. In the event the decision of the parish president or his designee is reversed or modified, the permit shall be issued by the office of the parish government subject to any conditions imposed thereon by the appeals committee. The decision of the appeals committee shall be final.

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Sec. 24-140. Conditions.
The conditions which shall be imposed by the office of the parish government, for the protection of health, safety and property of local residents and persons attending such trail rides in the parish, are as follows: 
(1)	Police protection/security.
 a.	Police protection and security shall be provided by the sheriff or his designees only when the trail ride is traversing upon or is on public roads, roadways and rights-of-way; 
b.	Trail rides on any public road, roadway and right-of-way must be escorted by sheriff's units or his designees, both in front and in the rear; 
c.	There must be at least two sheriff's deputies, or designees of the sheriff, present for every 100 horseback riders listed on the signed application and attending the trail ride on each day of the trail ride, in order to maintain order and ensure the security and safety of said persons. At least one sheriff's deputy, or designee of the sheriff, shall be in place after every 50th rider; 
d.	The trail ride sponsor or organizer must make arrangements with the sheriff to have those sheriff's deputies and/or the sheriff's designees present as required hereinabove for each day the trail ride is traversing upon or is on public roads, roadways and rights-of-way within three days after the trail ride sponsor or organizer is notified of approval of the application by the office of the parish government. The sponsor or organizer shall provide the sheriff with the estimated number of horseback riders expected to attend the trail ride each day when such arrangements are made, which shall not exceed the number of riders listed in the application and/or permit; 
e.	Compensation for all sheriff's deputies or sheriff's designees required in this subsection (1) shall be made by the trail ride sponsor or organizer at the end of the trail ride, at a rate to be determined by the sheriff at a four-hour minimum per deputy or designee. 
(2)	Security when trail ride is off public roads, roadways and rights-of-way.
 a.	When the trail ride gathers upon, reaches or is located upon property other than public roads, roadways or rights-of-way, the trail ride sponsor or organizer shall provide all security necessary to protect the trail ride participants and members of the general public. 
b.	This security shall be provided through a licensed, bonded and insured private security company. A copy of the contract with the private security company shall be provided to the office of the parish government as required by section 24-137(b). 
c.	The security provided under this subsection (2) shall consist of two security guards or personnel for every 100 persons (including riders, spectators and participants) attending the trail ride on property other than public roads, roadways and rights-of-way. 
d.	The trial ride sponsor or organizer shall be responsible for all costs incurred in providing the security required by this subsection (2). 
(3)	Flagmen. There must be at least four flagmen selected by the trail ride sponsor or organizer present for every 100 horseback riders attending the trail ride on each day of the trail ride, in order to control and direct the horseback riders participating in the trail ride, as well as vehicular or pedestrian traffic which the horseback riders may encounter during the trail ride. The flagmen selected by the trail ride sponsor or organizer shall be subject to approval by the sheriff, and shall wear orange or fluorescent vests and have orange or fluorescent flags provided by the trail ride organizer or sponsor. There shall be no consumption of alcoholic beverages by the flagmen during the trail ride. 
(4)	Restroom facilities. A minimum of two restroom facilities (portalets) per every 100 horseback riders must be provided on the trail ride, one to be designated for males and one to be designated for females. 
(5)	Hours of operation. Rides may start 30 minutes after sunrise and must end 30 minutes prior to sunset. 
(6)	Food and drink concession. All beer and food wagons will park as far right as possible from the traveled portion of the road or highway and in no event will any wagons be allowed to be parked on the traveled portion of any road or highway. Drivers of beer, food and restrooms will not be allowed to drink any type of alcoholic beverages during the trail ride. 
(7)	Trash. Trash containers shall be provided on all beer, food and restroom wagons. Littering will not be tolerated and riders, as well as trail ride organizer or sponsor, are subject to be cited if any violation occurs. 
(8)	Number of participants in trail ride.
 a.	In no event shall the number of horseback riders on the trail ride exceed 1,000 persons per day. The trail ride organizer or sponsor shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the number of horseback riders shall not exceed 1,000 per day, which steps shall include the designation by the trail ride organizer or sponsor of one or more persons to keep and maintain an accurate count of all such horseback riders attending the trail ride each day. Each horseback rider participating in the trail ride shall be identified on each day of the trail ride by a number placed upon a cloth or adhesive paper measuring 8½ inches by 11 inches, which shall be affixed to the back of each horseback rider. 
b.	The amount of said identifying numbers shall correspond to the total number of horseback riders participating in the trail ride, and shall not exceed 1,000. The numbers issued to the participating horseback riders shall be sequential, commencing with the number one and ending a number equal to the total number of horseback riders participating in the trail ride, not to exceed 1,000. The numbers shall be provided to the sponsor or organizer by the parish government, all costs of same to be paid by the sponsor or organizer, and shall correspond to the number of riders listed on the trail ride application and permit. The color of said numbers shall be changed by the parish government from year to year. Said numbers shall be placed upon each horseback rider to keep a count of the persons participating in the trail ride. Any sheriff's deputy, or sheriff's designee, shall have the authority to prevent the admission to the trail ride of any horseback riders exceeding the amount of 1,000 per day, and of any horseback rider not wearing an identifying number as described in this subsection (8). 
(9)	Duration. The duration of the trail ride shall not exceed three days. 
(10)	Horseback riders. No horse shall carry more than one rider at any time during the trail ride. 
(11)	Miscellaneous.
 a.	The trail ride boss must be familiar with the trail ride route. 
b.	All horseback riders participating in the trail ride will remain on the right side of the traveled portion of the roadway or highway. 
c.	All trail riders and participants in the event shall obey all laws of the state, as well as all applicable city and parish ordinances. 
d.	While on public roads or roadways, all participants in the trail ride shall remain on public rights-of-way only. Entrance onto private or agricultural property is strictly prohibited unless the trail ride organizer or sponsor or the individual participant has express written permission from the owner of said private or agricultural property. A copy of the express written permission shall be provided to the sheriff when the trail ride organizer or sponsor makes arrangements with the sheriff for the presence of deputies or designees at the trail ride, as required by subsection (1)d of this section. 
e.	The speed limit for all trail riders shall be ten miles per hour or less. 
f.	Pickup trucks, tractors, other vehicles, trailers and wagons shall be allowed during the trail ride for the purpose of transporting food, beverages and restroom facilities, and shall be operated as far to the right side of the roadway as possible. Riding by passengers on the beds of pickup trucks is prohibited. All such trucks, trailers, other vehicles, trailers and wagons must display a valid Louisiana license plate to participate, and all operators of same shall have a valid Louisiana state driver's license. The possession or consumption of alcoholic beverages by the operator of same during the trail ride is strictly prohibited. 
g.	All trailers or wagons participating in the trail ride shall have barriers along all sides of the trailer or wagon, in order to protect those persons riding on said trailers or wagons from falling therefrom or otherwise injuring themselves. Every trailer or wagon carrying the participants shall have an observer designated by the trail ride organizer or sponsor, who is appointed to keep watch for any hazardous situation occurring on or around any vehicles, trailers or wagons during the course of the trail ride. This observer is prohibited from consuming alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs during the trail ride. This observer shall be in possession of an audio warning device, such as an airhorn, with which to notify participants and operators of said pickup trucks, tractors, other vehicles, trailers or wagons of any hazardous activity occurring in the vicinity of same. All participants riding on such vehicles, trailers or wagons shall remain thereon while such vehicles, trailers or wagons are in motion. 
h.	No all terrain or recreational vehicles shall be used in such trail rides, with the exception of law enforcement officers, deputy sheriffs or sheriff's designees providing security for the trail ride. 
i.	No cars, trucks, ATVs or other motorized spectators are allowed to follow the trail ride. 
j.	After the trail ride is completed, the trail ride organizer or sponsor, or his designees, shall police the route taken during the trail ride to ensure that no debris/litter has been left behind and to determine whether any private or public property was damaged during the course of the trail ride.

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Sec. 24-141. State police approval.
In the event the trail ride traverses any state highway or state road within the parish, the trail ride sponsor or organizer must obtain written approval for the use of such state highways or state roads from the state police. This written approval must be submitted to the office of the parish government at the same time that the signed application for the trail ride permit is submitted to the office of the parish government as required by section 24-137(a).

Sec. 24-142. Violations; remedies of parish.
(a)	It shall be unlawful for any person, partnership, corporation, or unincorporated association, acting alone or in concert with any of the foregoing, to do any of the following: 
(1)	Operate a trail ride without first procuring a permit to do so; 
(2)	Advertise, or otherwise publicly announce, that a trail ride will be held in the parish without a permit first having been received for the conduct thereof; 
(3)	Operate, conduct, or carry on any trail ride in such a manner as to create a public or private nuisance; 
(4)	Violate any of the conditions enumerated in section 24-140, or any additional conditions set by the office of the parish council. 
(b)	Any of the violations enumerated in subsection (a) of this section shall constitute a criminal act and shall be punishable pursuant to ordinances of the parish and the laws of the state. It is provided, however, that the parish retains any and all civil remedies, including the right of civil injunction for the prevention of said violations and for the recovery of money damages therefor. Furthermore, any of the violations enumerated in subsection (a) of this section may result in the revocation or suspension of any temporary retail alcoholic beverages permits obtained by the trail ride sponsor or organizer, and the refusal to grant the sponsor or organizer a trail ride permit in the future.

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Sec. 24-143. Complaints.
(a)	Any person shall have the right to lodge a complaint concerning any activities occurring during the trail ride event. 
(b)	Any complaint shall include, but is not limited to, complete details of the complained-of activity, photographs (if any), signed witness statements (if any), police reports (if any), and any and all information which will substantiate the complaint. Complaints may be made in writing to the office of the parish government and the office of the sheriff. 
(c)	All complaints shall be made to the office of the parish government and the office of the sheriff no later than 15 business days after the occurrence of the complained-of activity.
